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RECEIPTS FOR PARCELS, MONEY ORDERS AND PERSONAL EFFECTS – 1940-
[ca. 1945] – 12 items 
 
Prisoners in most camps were allowed to receive parcels since food was lacking 
especially from 1942 onwards. A receipt was usually mailed to the person who sent the 
parcel. Prisoners were also allowed to receive money orders which were kept for them 
and from which they could retrieve small amounts for the canteen and to buy stamps. 
These receipts contain the amount and the name of the prisoner and are quite common.
